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October is the perfect time to be sailing in Tennessee, the wind is up, temperatures are in the 70’s and our fall foliage is beginning to appear. 

Racing Takes Place Directly in front of the clubhouse. No long sail to the starting line. Come join us for great sailing and a true laid back Southern Experience. Privateer Yacht Club is a racing club and as such does not have a full time restaurant, bar or snack bar. 

The City of Chattanooga is a tourist destination with many child friendly attractions. See www.chattanoogafun.com for details. 

With in easy walking distance downtown you will find: The Tennessee Aquarium, Museum Arts District, IMAX Theater, spectacular River Front Park and Walk, Children’s Discovery Museum, Chattanooga Carousel with animals carved at the city’s carving school ($.50 per ride), pedestrian bridge over the Tennessee River joining the North and South Downtown Tourist areas and the Chattanooga Lookouts minor league baseball stadium. On the University of TN campus a few blocks from the downtown area is the Challenger Space Museum with full size working mock up of the Space Shuttle and NASA control room (free admittance). South of the city is Chickamauga Battle Field. 5200 acres make this the largest battlefield with over 250 cannons, 300 monuments, museum, and holograph sound and light show depicting the Civil war and the 48-hour battle that took place here. Over 26000 troops were wounded or killed in a 2-day period. It was a major turning point of the Civil War. Chattanooga has some of the best hiking trails, climbing, white water rafting / kayaking and hang gliding in the United States. With in easy drive from downtown on Lookout Mountain are Ruby Falls, Rock City and one of the oldest inclines in the US. All this and much more will make you want to add an extra day to your trip.

	Directions to the Privateer Yacht Club

From I-75 South: Take I-24 to I-75 North and then follow the directions below.

From I-75 North Or South: Exit I-75 on to Highway 153 North.  Follow 153 north approximately 6.8 miles crossing the Chickamauga Dam.  Just as you leave dam take the Lake Resort Drive exit. Go fully around the traffic circle (Round About) and turn onto Lake Resort Drive. Travel approximately 1.5 miles to the intersection with Gann Store Road.  There will be a triangle of grass in the intersection on your right.  Turn right onto Gann Store Road.  Follow this past Gold Point Marina, about 1.1 miles. Keep going about 5 more blocks until the road makes a 90-degree right and then an immediate 90-degree left at the top of a slight hill. Do not take the 90-degree left but go straight ahead onto Privateer Road. At the bottom of the road is a Cul D Sac.  Going out the bottom is the Yacht Club sign and entrance gate.   
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
